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CROP UNDER THREAT
CAI urges Centre to

take steps to control
desert locust attack

Pune, May 27

THE COTTON ASSOCIATION
of India (CAI) has approached
Union minister foragriculture
Narendra Singh Tomar and
Union minister for women &
child developmentand textiles
Smriti Irani to take appropri-
ate steps to control the desert
locust attacks across several
states to prevent any destruc-
tion of cotton crop.

Madhya Pradesh,
Rajasthan, Punjaband Gujarat
have been confronting an
attack from desert locusts. A
large swarm of locusts entered
Rajasthan, Punjab, Haryana,
Uttar Pradesh and Madhya
Pradesh last week. A swarm of
desert locusts, which is a type
of a species of short-horned
grasshoppers, flew across
Vidarbha’s Amravati, Wardha
and Nagpur on Tuesday caus-
ing panic among farmers.

Inarepresentation to both
the ministers, Atul Ganatra,
president, CAIsaid that sowing
of cotton in north Indiais com-
plete to the extent of 80%.

“Cotton sowing in the cen-
traland southern parts of India
is going to start in the first
week of June.We are currently
receiving reports of locust
attacks in several states of
India. Locust attacks, which
have taken place in Punjab,
Haryana, Rajasthan, MP,
Gujaratand Maharashtra,have
wreaked havoc, destroyed
standing cropsand threatened
peoples’ livelihood,” he said,
adding these locusts are very
dangerous and are feasting on
allvegetation.

With the Textiles Ministry
encouraging garments and
textiles manufacturers to get
into the production of PPE
and masks, the supply situ-
ation in the domestic market
has further improved, a gov-
ernment official pointed out.

masks and PPEs,” the official
said.

RFB Latex Ltd, a unit in the
Noida SEZ manufacturing
latex gloves, has sought the

government’s permission to
export ‘NBR' gloves, which is
aprohibited item, made from
imported raw material.

In its representation to the
Board of Approval for SEZs,
the company pointed out
that due to the prohibition
on export of NBR gloves, it
was unable to serve the large

customer base in the US,
Europe and South America,
developed over the last 30
years. If it failed to deliver, it
may lose its customers
forever to competitors in
China, Malaysia and Vietnam
who have now re-started ex-
ports in full swing and are
even expanding capacities.

The unit further said that it
would continue to meet the
demand of the Indian gov-
ernment on a priority basis.

“Although the representa-
tion made by RFB Latex has
been placed before the BoA,
which will meet on May 29,
views of the DGFT and other
Ministries concerned may
also be sought as the issue is
linked to the Covid-19 crisis,”
the official said.

14% will never consider buying; jewellers

need to meet the fashion expectations of &

women, says World Gold Council survey

New Delhi, May 27

More than one-third of wo-
men have not bought gold
jewellery, while nearly 14 per
cent will not consider buy-
ing, a World Gold Council
(WGC) survey revealed.

The WGC survey ‘Retail
Gold Insights: India Jew-
ellery’ is based on responses
from over 2,000 high-end
fashion and lifestyle con-
sumers, in the age group of
18 and 65 years, comprising
1,017 in rural area and 1,023 in
urban area.

To understand the full
range of threats and oppor-
tunities facing the gold mar-
ket, surveyors spoke to
people who had bought gold
in the past, and those who
had not. The respondents
were ‘jewellery considerers’

— defined as women who
would consider buying jew-
ellery and who had, during
the 12 months preceding the
survey, bought, gifted or re-
ceived at least once from a
defined list of high-end fash-
ion and lifestyle products.

The survey found that 60
per cent of Indian women
own gold jewellery, while 37
per cent have not bought
gold jewellery before.

A more detailed analysis
showed that apart from
these 37 per cent, 49 per cent
of those who bought in the
past also are considering to
buy.

Growth opportunity

The WGC feels that desire of
more than one-third of the
respondents, those who have
not purchased in the past, is

providing an opportunity for
rowth.

“This represents a signific-
ant potential pool of de-
mand. But for the industry to
capture that demand it
needs to help these potential
purchasers overcome vari-
ous hurdles,” the WGC said.

Although gold is popular
among Indian women, at
present it falls short of their
modern fashion expecta-
tions. Gold is so deeply inter-
twined with cultural herit-
age and traditions — a
connection  strengthened
through marketing cam-
paigns — that its ability to de-
liver on everyday wearable
style is obscured.

“Our research shows that
there are different ‘types’ of
consumers, and — although
there is an overlap — the prin-
cipal types differ between
urban and rural areas.

“This distinction helps us
to understand how to target
and appeal effectively to dif-

The fact that more than a third of Indians have not bought any
jewellery offers an opportunity for jewellers vocesH MHATRE

ferent consumer segments,
and to identify the gold jew-
ellery products most likely to
capture their interest,” the
agency said.

The survey discovered that
Indian women while buying
gold jewellery are mainly
driven by the need for a
product that offers financial
value as well as convenience.
So, their ideal product choice

is something that offers dur-
ability and is seen as a good
financial investment andfor
family heirloom. And they
want to buy something that
is socially acceptable and of-
fers a straightforward retail
experience.

Demand moments
According to the survey, for
urban consumer the needs

focused, ‘Socially Minded’ is
the biggest demand mo-
ment, followed by ‘Emo-
tional Connectedness’ and
‘Creative Self-Expression’.

In rural India, where there
is a greater focus on value
and what others think, the
biggest demand moments
are ‘Signalling Status’ and
‘Traditional Value', followed
by ‘Creative Self-Expression’.

Lower emotional connect
The survey, however, has a
word of caution.

It says, though many
young women are currently
active gold jewellery con-
sumers, their attitude repres-
ents a potential future threat
to the industry; they are far
less emotionally connected
to gold jewellery.

“The industry needs to
find a way of allowing them
to identify with it as a mod-
ern, everyday means of self-
expression,” the WGC said.

‘vital for world trade’
“Seafarers are vital and key
workers who are essential for
world trade,” he said.

As the Covid cases rise in In-
dia, crew change for Indians
is going to be tougher.

“Worldwide we may face
this situation,” he added.

“Had the government un-
derstood that seafarers sign-
ing on/off are a different cat-
egory of travellers and
facilitated it, we would not be
faced with such a situation,”
he added.

When the world is clamour-
ing for crew change and coun-
tries are opening up to allow
at least crews, Japan's move
acts as a deterrent and
hindrance, he added.

The
fund’s primary objective is to
